Rules

You must be between 7" and 12" grade and currently enrolled in school, home schooled
(certified by parent) or participating in GED in order to become a member. *

Absolutely no profanity, racial slurs, or references to sex, drugs or violence are allowed.
This applies to both recordings and member conduct while at the MRC.

No Horseplay is allowed anywhere inside or outside the building.

No loitering is allowed outside or in the surrounding neighborhood.

Members are not allowed upstairs without permission and/or supervision except at special
events.

No Food is allowed inside MRC. Drinks may be kept in the lobby.

No public displays of affection are allowed.

If you bring a guest, friend, or band member with you to the MRC, they must go the entire
orientation process.

Maximum occupancy limits for each room will be strictly enforced.

Members who do not attend school are not allowed to come to the MRC for that day. Staff
members may perform random attendance checks.

*Rising 7" graders are allowed to join during the summer before their 7" grade year.
Graduation seniors may remain a member until the end of the summer of your senior year.
